District Insurance Renewal Package
John Waltz and Belinda Coates presented the 2009-2010 EMC Insurance Plan to the district.  MOTION by Fellers, seconded by Hayes to approve the 2009-2010 EMC Insurance Plan as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.
Legislative Action Priorities
Directors discussed the “Call for 2010 Legislative Action Priorities”.  They chose their top priorities that will be submitted to IASB.  They are as follows:

· Supports preserving the integrity of the statewide penny sales tax for school  infrastructure, including the tax equity provisions of buying down the highest additional levy rates to the state average.

· Support the development of rigorous content standards.
· Supports adequate and on-time funding for English-language.
· Support setting allowable growth at a rate that encourages continuous school improvement.
· Opposes changes to labor and employment laws.
· Supports predictable and timely state funding for serving special education students at a level.
MOTION by Dilley, seconded by Fellers to approve the legislative action priorities.  Motion carried unanimously.

Presentation of 2009-2010 Faculty/Staff Handbooks

Board members were presented a copy of the 2009-2010 Washington Intermediate Teacher Handbook.

Grant Proposal: Red Oak Educational Initiative for the Promotion of the Printing Arts 
MOTION by DeVries, seconded by Fellers to endorse the Red Oak Educational Initiative for the Promotion of the Printing Arts grant application for the Midlands Education Foundation (PIM) Grant Application.  This grant will provide start-up costs associated with creating a new printing program at the high school and community college level.  The district will receive $14,848 for this grant.  Motion carried unanimously.

Iowa Test of Basic Skills & Adequate Yearly Progress

Principal Barry presented information from the spring testing program of ITBS by Inman Primary, Washington Intermediate, and Red Oak Middle School.  He also presented a power-point presentation dealing with the Red Oak Community School Districts’ Annual Yearly Progress report.

Principals Barry and Sims presented an update on the Iowa Core Curriculum Status and Affects for the School Improvement Advisory Council in Red Oak.  

State Wide One Cent Sales Tax and the Required Revenue Purpose Statement

MOTION by Dilley, seconded by Fellers to approve the presented resolution requesting an 


election regarding a revenue purpose statement.  This election will authorize the School District to expend the state penny for school infrastructure proceeds to include full statutory purpose.  This revenue purpose statement will be on the September school election ballot.  Motion carried unanimously.
