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Each year, Iowa school districts need to report two sets of data.  First, No Child Left 
Behind requires districts to complete an Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) report.  
Included in this report are the test results from the Iowa Tests for grades 3-8 and 11.  Only 
scores from students who have been enrolled in the district from last year’s testing date to 
this year’s testing date are included in the report.  These students are classified as “full 
academic year” students or FAY.   
 
The second report is the Annual Progress Report (APR).  This is a state required report 
and it also requires districts, at a minimum, to include test results from Iowa Testing for 
grades 4, 8 and 11.  The results reported within this report are for all students who are in 
our classrooms on test day.  Like many districts, we have students enroll the month, week 
or day prior to testing and the student’s scores are included in this report.    
 
We are proud to report scores for our students enrolled in our district for a year or more 
(full academic year) have historically been higher on the Iowa Tests than the scores for all 
students.  The scores below are from the 2008-09 school year.  If you would like more
